the tAble: Youth who are 14 to 18 (or are engaged in a high school youth group or enrolled
in high school or the vocational education equivalent) and who live with a wide range of
physical, cognitive and emotional disabilities are encouraged to attend the tAble. Youth
who attend must be accompanied by an adult companion. One companion will receive
waived registration fees to attend the Gathering following the tAble.
